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2-S Decision Criteria Review:
The Zoning Board of Appeals shall have the power to authorize specific variances from the standards of the
Zoning Ordinance provided that the spirit of that Ordinance is observed, the public safety secured, and
substantial justice done. All the required findings listed below shall be met and the record of proceedings of
the Zoning Board of Appeals shall contain evidence supporting each conclusion.

A) Reduced front-yard (street) setback of minus one (-1) feet rather than the thirty-five (25) feet
required. Reduced setback is from a platted access easement to the south.

B) Reduced side-yard setback of six point seven five (6.7) feet rather than the eight point three
(8.3) feet required. Reduced setback is from the western side-lot line.

C) Reduced side-yard setback of seven point three (7.2) feet rather than the eight point three
(8.3) feet required. Reduced setback is from the eastern side-lot line.

D) Increaed lot coverage of twenty-nine point eight (29.8) percent rather than the twenty-five (25)
feet allowed. Increased lot coverage is for the total area to be covered by roof on the lot.
